Mid-Ohio Youth League Tee Ball Rules 2026 Season 
Adopted and Adjusted from the Mid-Ohio Youth League Tee Ball Rules January 2021
Coed Division-Pre-K to Kindergarten (Ages 5 to 6)

Goals & Objectives
1. Teach the rules and skills of Tee Ball.
2. Teach and encourage the values of team play, respect, fairness, and sportsmanship.
3. Prepare & begin to understand the basic rules of baseball/softball throughout the tee ball season.
4. Have fun!
Base Path Distances 
1. To be set at 60 feet 
Pitching Rubber Distances 
1. To be set at 35 feet with a 10-foot chalk diameter circle around it
Official Ball
1. The official ball or balls used will be a safety baseball(s). A new ball(s) will be provided by each team if needed. Teams can use their own safety baseballs for gameplay as long they are approved safety baseballs. Mid-Ohio Youth League can provide standardized safety baseballs to approved coaches if needed prior to game play. 
Official Bat
1. The official bat needs to be an approved tee ball bat as noted/labeled on the player’s bat. 
Batting Tee
1. The Home team will provide the Tee. Tees will be dispersed by the Mid-Ohio Youth League.
Uniforms
1. All players should be in uniform on game days; jerseys, hats & pants.
2. No metal cleats. Please note that cleats are optional in this division
3. If your team decides to play a catcher, the catcher must wear a face mask and chest guard.
4. The player in the pitcher’s position must be wearing a heart guard. 
5. Any player can wear a protective mask while playing any position in the infield or outfield. 
6. Each batter, on deck batter and base runner must wear a helmet. Chin straps are optional. 
Game Nights
1. Tee Ball games will be scheduled by the Tee Ball Liaison and communicated to the coaches.
2. It is important that all games start on time, to adhere to scheduled games.
3. Preferred make up game days are Saturday at any time depending on the field availability in Amanda or Stoutsville.
Cancelled Games
1. Games should not be cancelled without communication with the Tee Ball Liaison.
2. Communication should occur between both coaches and the Tee Ball Liaison.
3. If you are going to cancel based on weather or player availability you should do so by 4:30pm.

*Please note that Mid-Ohio Youth League will reschedule games that are being cancelled. Games will be rescheduled based around field availability in Amanda or Stoutsville. Most rescheduled games will be on Saturdays based on field availability. Please ensure that your players parents know that this is a possibility so that they can plan accordingly. 
Inclement Weather 
1. In the event of inclement weather, the following rules need to be followed for the safety of the players and coaches
2. Inclement weather can be classified as heard thunder, witnessed lighting during game play.
3. Once inclement weather is observed the game will be delayed for 30 minutes.
4. During the delay if thunder or lightning is observed again, time must be reset for another 30 minutes. 
*Please use practical & safe judgment when determining when to delay or cancel a game during game play. 
Safety
1. [bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Batters either in the box or on deck must control their bats. Practice swinging must be supervised by a coach and players need to not throw/sling their bat after hitting the ball.
2. Players should not be climbing back stop and dug out fences before, during and after game play. This should be monitored by respective team coaches.
3. Players should not be swinging or “playing” with a bat while inside their dugout. If a coach would like to have players ready in their order they can be helmeted, sitting with their bat, awaiting their turn. 
4. Players should not leave their assigned position on the field during game play without a coach’s permission and game play is temporarily paused. Coaches can rotate players' positions on the field but be aware of the opposing team's batting status. That is, don’t rotate players while the other team is receiving pitches or hitting. 
5. If a team elects to have a male player in the catcher’s position, then it is highly suggested he wear a protective athletic cup. Any male player is permitted to wear an athletic cup and not limited based on the defensive position they play. 
Game Play
1. Scorekeeping and umpires will not be used in this tee ball division.
2. A game should consist of at least four innings and a time limit of 1 ½ hours.
3. At least two innings should consist of “Modified Coach Pitch” 
4. Each batter shall receive three pitches prior to hitting off the tee (“Modified Coach Pitch”). Coaches should remain at a safe standing/kneeling position when providing the pitch. Coaches can use their best judgment in deciding to throw three over or underhand pitches to players.
5. Batters should not receive more than three pitches and if they do not make contact after three thrown pitches, the tee can be brought to home plate, quickly adjusted, and the batter can hit off once fielding players are ready and coaches are clear. Pace of play should be a focus of both teams.
6. A full roster of players will be used when batting.
7. If the defending team fields the ball from a hit and throws the ball to first base and it is controlled (in mitt and foot on base) before the batter gets to first, then that respective batter is “out” and should return to the dugout.
8. Outs should not be counted, and the full roster of players should cycle through their order.
9. Defensive players should be placed in positions on the infield and outfield. If coaches need to 
place more players on the field based on their roster size, versus sitting a player, they can begin to play 4 to 5 players in the outfield.
10. A complete inning occurs when each team roster has batted through. 
11. Bunting, or stealing is not permitted in this division.
12. Walks and strikeouts are not to be called in this division.
13. A play is considered over when the ball is controlled by the defensive player in the pitching circle or lead base. 




*Please note this is a beginning/learning division in which all players are figuring out the game, teamwork, and most of all having fun.
